Preschool applicants must be 3 years old before September 1 and must be potty-trained. Jr. Kindergarten applicants must be 4 years old before September 17.

soon as your complete online application is reviewed. Preschool applicants must be at least 3 yeats old and potty trained before we can
complete the admissions assessment.

A copy of the student’s current year first semester report card and prior year final report card.

A copy of the student’s most recent and prior year standardized test scores.

A copy of a student’s cutrent year and ptior year Discipline/Behavior Report or statement that indicates no ptiot history.

Student Evaluation Form(s) completed electronically by applicant's current teacher(s).
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Grades 1-5: A member from the Enrollment Management Team will contact you to schedule a student assessment with our Testing
Coordinator as soon as your complete online application and all required supporting documents are reviewed.

Please note: First Grade applicants must be 6 years old before September 15t and must have completed Kindergarten.

Grades 6-12: A member from the Enrollment Management Team will contact you to schedule an interview and a shadow day once a
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complete application and all required supporting documents are reviewed.
U Grades 6-12: Assessment: The Enrollment Management Team may require testing during the shadow day if an area of concern is identified
in the admissions application.
